STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES
Please read these pages carefully and completely. 

We want you to know what is expected of you!

AT T E N D A N C E:  TH E RU L E S

Attendance Promptness and perfect attendance are expected of all MYS
students. Because of the high level of musicianship required by MYS
orchestras, attendance is a key factor in providing a complete, productive
and worthwhile musical experience. Individual responsibility is critical to the
ensemble’s musical experience.

Absences You are allowed a maximum of two (2) absences per concert cycle (trimester).

Exceeding the limit More than two (2) full absences per trimester will mean you cannot play in
the remaining rehearsals or perform in the concert for that trimester. You may be asked to leave
for the rest of the season.

Reporting Absences All absences, early departures or late arrivals should be reported to the
MYS office in advance of the Saturday rehearsal and, whenever possible, to the 
conductor. If you tell your conductor; you must also report your absence to the office. 

Tardiness Tardiness is unprofessional, irresponsible and detrimental to you and your 
colleagues’ ability to make music. Orchestras achieve high artistic standards when their
members are warmed up and ready to tune punctually. Tardiness or having to leave rehearsal
early will count as half an absence. If you are leaving early, you must inform the attendance
monitors when you check in for attendance. Tardiness or absence due to extreme weather
conditions are judged on a case-by-case basis. Arrive for rehearsals at least 15 minutes
before the scheduled rehearsal and check in with the attendance monitor every
Saturday—if you don’t, you may be counted absent. “On time” is being tuned and in your chair
when the conductor takes the podium.

Dress rehearsals Avoid missing dress rehearsals. Principals are not allowed to miss a dress
rehearsal; concertmaster and principal chair placement may be determined by your ability to be
at the dress rehearsal. For all students, missing a dress rehearsal may affect your opportunity to
play the concert. Dress rehearsal times and details are mailed to MYS families at least three
weeks prior to the dress rehearsal date, but plan on keeping the full day clear on your calendar.
As a courtesy to your fellow musicians and your conductor, please let MYS know by the 4th
rehearsal of the trimester if you must miss the dress rehearsal.

Concerts All Orchestra Hall concerts are mandatory.  Students are not allowed to rehearse
with the orchestra if they cannot play the concert at Orchestra Hall. A student absent from a
concert without prior notice may be asked to leave the program for the rest of the season.

Types of absences There are no excused or unexcused absences. The reason for the absence
is not the issue; it is the absence itself. There are no exceptions. You must decide how to use
your maximum number of allowed absences.

Consecutive absences Avoid missing two rehearsals in a row. Vital information is passed on
to students at each rehearsal. When you miss a rehearsal, particularly two in a row, it puts you
at a disadvantage.

Scheduling Record your rehearsal and concert schedule on the family calendar so these dates
are reserved prior to other planning.

Vacations If possible, plan family vacations or weekend outings to avoid conflicts with
rehearsals. Consider leaving for vacations after a Saturday rehearsal.
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
